Bienale ilustracii Bratislava oslavuje vtomto roku vyznamné vyrocie. 30.roc¢nik BIB je
vyznamnou udalostou pre cely svet krasnej obrazkovej knihy pre deti a mladez. Na oslavu
jubilea biendle pridu do Bratislavy najvyznamnejsie osobnosti zo vsetkych kutov sveta,
renomovani ilustratori, vydavatelia, niekolki prezidenti IBBY /Medzindrodnej Unie knih pre
mladych/, teoretici, kritici, publicisti, organizatori, zahrani¢ni partneri a vela mimoriadnych
¢estnych hosti. A je symbolické, Ze prave jubilejny 30.ro¢nik sa vracia do Slovenskej narodnej
galérie, kde biendle odborne a organizaéne =zacinalo v Medzinarodnom kabinete
ilustracie SNG v roku 1967./ Vystava BIB bola inStalovana vo vystavnych priestoroch Domu
umenia.

BIB je unikatne, prestizne nekomercéné vytvarné podujatie prvého medzinarodného rangu.
0Od svojho vzniku je pod zastitou najvyznamnejSich medzinarodnych organizacii UNESCO, IBBY
a dalSich. Vdaka tomu je v kalendari najvyznamnejSich medzinarodnych umeleckych podujati.
Je jednym zo siedmich hlavnych kultdrnych podujati IBBY, hlavného zahrani¢ného partnera
a spolu usporiadatela BIB.

Obrazkova kniha zostava pre dieta stale prvym krokom do sveta umenia. MdzZe to byt zlata
cesta, alebo krok do tmy a prazdna bezduchého gyca. Bienale hlada po celom svete tie
najlepsie originaly ilustracii, vystavuje a ocenuje ich v Bratislave. A takto dviha umelecku
Urover obrazkovej knihy pre deti a mladez vo vyse 100 krajinach vsetkych kontinentov uz Sest
desatrodi. Za tento ¢as sa BIB sa stal nielen prestiZznou medzindrodnou sutazou origindlov



ilustracii detskych knih. BIB sa stal aj unikatnym fenoménom, kultdrnou institiciou, chrdmom
ducha a krasy umenia, ktory nam zavidi cely svet. Vdaka BIB sa Bratislava stala hlavnym
mestom svetovej ilustracie. Ked chodime s vystavami ilustracii ocenenych na biendle po celom
svete, vSade nam s obdivom hovoria.” Je neuveritelné, ¢o takd mala krajinka ako Slovensko
urobila pre svet obrazkovej detskej knihy. BIB je to, €omu sa hovori nase rodinné striebro. Ci
skor zlato. Spolo¢ne s nasim hlavnym partnerom a spolu usporiadateflom IBBY vytvdrame
hradzu proti ¢oraz agresivnejSiemu a sofistikovanejSiemu ataku gyca a bezduchej komercie,
ktora valcuje aj svet detskej knihy.

Vyznamné jubileum, 30.rocnik BIB, je prileZitostou pripomenut si aj galériu skvelych osobnosti
zo Slovenska, Ciech a z celého sveta, ktori stali pri jeho zrode a pomahali, aby sa odvaina
myslienka stala skutocénostou. Aspor niekolko mien: Ludovit Fulla, Karol Vaculik, Albin
Brunovsky, Jan Svec, Ladislav Nesselman, Miro Cipar, Horst Kunze, Carla Poesio, Francesca
Ferrari, Zbigniew Rychlicki, Walter Scherf, Bettina Hurlimann, Jifi Trnka, Adolf Hoffmeister,
Richard Bamberger, Janine Despinette, Maha Bulos, Lucia Binder, Lena Maissen, Nikolaj Popov,
Miroslav Kudrna, Liz Page, Steffen Larsen, Murti Bunanta, Yumiko Bando Saito, Stasys
Eidrigevicius, Leo Pizzol, Anastasia Arkhipova, Maria Sottomayor a mnohi mnohi dalsi...

Ndadherna vizia zakladatelov biendle na ¢ele s Dusanom Rollom, Albinom Brunovskym, Mirom
Ciparom a dalSimi nadSencami, podporovatelmi zo zahraniia sa stala skutocnostou
v zloZzitom ¢Ease 60-tych rokov, ked Ceskoslovensko bolo krajinou za Zeleznou oponou.
Legenddrna veta zakladatelov: “ Ked"my nemézZeme ist do sveta, pozvime svet k nadm !“ bola
hnacim motorom, ktory stvoril BIB. Bratislavské biendle dokazuje svoju Zivotaschopnost uz 60
rokov. Ale treba vela energie, nadSenia a kreativity dalSich nadSencov a milovnikov detskej
knihy, aby strom bienale rastol, mohutnel a rodil zlaté jablka.

Myslienka medzinarodného porozumenia cez detsku knihu sa stala od roku 1967 v Bratislave

skuto¢nostou a pokracuje dodnes. BIB je pre cely svet obrazkovej knihy ukazkovou lekciou
apolitickosti, demokratickych pravidiel, otvorenosti, transparentnosti a solidarity. Prikladom,
ako mozno prezit v geopoliticky a ideologicky rozdelenom svete, v zlozitych geopolitickych
turbulencidch za uplynulych 60 rokov. BIB bol vidy otvoreny celému svetu, vSetkym
ilustratorom, vSetkym stylom, vSetkym krajinam bez rozdielu. Nikdy nebol Ziadny ilustrator zo
sutaze BIB vyluceny. Kazda krajina, ¢i mald krajinka alebo velmoc, ma na medzinadrodnej sutazi
BIB rovnaky priestor.

Vyber ilustracii na 30. BIB 2025 robili vo svojich krajindch narodné sekcie IBBY, resp. dalsi
zahraniéni partneri. Sekretariat BIB akceptuje vyber ilustratorov na medzinarodnu sutaz BIB
v zahranici a dalSie kolo vyberu zaslanych ilustracii uz nerobi. Rovnako IBBY a dalsi zahrani¢ni
partneri poslali nominacie ¢lenov do Medzindrodnej poroty 30.BIB, na medzinarodné
sympodzium a na Workshop BIB -UNESCO A. Brunovského 2025. Na 30.rocniku bienale sutazi
291 ilustratorov zo 42 krajin celého sveta.



Okrem Medzinarodnej sttaZe origindlov kniznych ilustrécii je si¢astou 30. BIBv SNG aj Cestnd
sdla BIB 2025. Navstevnik tu najde niekolko unikatnych vystav: vystavu ¢erstvého drzitela Ceny
Hansa Christiana Andersena 2024, kanadského ilustratora -Sydney Smitha, vystavu drzitela
ceny Hansa Christiana Andersena 2024 za literaturu- Heinza Janischa z Rakuska, vystavu
ilustratorky z Chile- Paloma Valdivia, drzitelky Grand Prix BIB 2023, vystavu vitazov
z medzindrodnej sutaze Nami Concours z Juinej Kérey. Specidlnym prispevkom k vyrociu
30.BIB je vystava ,Labyrint umenia azrkadlo duse“ troch profesorov VSVU--troch ikon
slovenskej ilustracie Vincenta Hloznika, Albina Brunovského a Dusana Kallaya.

Dal3ia, jedine¢na dokumentaéna vystava RETROSPEKTIVA BIB 1967-2023 priblizi navitevnikom
obrazom atextom doterajsSiu historiu BIB , najvyznamnejsie milniky, jeho zakladatelov,
osobnosti Memoranda, ucastnikov porét, sympézii, workshopov, ocenenych ilustratoroy,
vyznamnych osobnosti z celého sveta a aj ilustracie ilustratorov ocenenych Grand Prix za
poslednych 29 roc¢nikov BIB.

BIB prezil uplynulych Sest desatro¢i iba vdaka nekomercénosti, vysokej umeleckej Urovni,
pokornej sluzbe umeniu pre deti, a apolitickosti. A verim, Ze iba vdaka kvalite ilustratorského
umenia, apolitickosti a neutralite prezije aj nadalej.

30"JUBILEE BIENNIAL OF
ILLUSTRATIONS
BRATISLAVA

The Biennial of lllustrations Bratislava celebrates a significant anniversary this year. The 30th
edition of BIB is an important event for the entire world of beautiful picture books for children
and young people. To celebrate the biennial's anniversary, the most prominent figures from all
corners of the world will come to Bratislava, including renowned illustrators, publishers,
several presidents of IBBY (International Board on Books for Young People), theorists, critics,
publicists, organizers, foreign partners, and many distinguished guests of honor. It is symbolic
that the 30th anniversary edition returns to the Slovak National Gallery (SNG), where the
biennial began professionally and organizationally in the International Illustration Cabinet of
the SNG in 1967. The BIB exhibition was installed in the exhibition spaces of the House of Arts.

BIB is a unique, prestigious, non-commercial art event of international standing. Since its
inception, it has been under the auspices of the most important international organizations,
including UNESCO, IBBY, and others. Thanks to this, it is on the calendar of the most important
international art events. It is one of the seven main cultural events of IBBY, the main foreign
partner and co-organizer of BIB.

Picture books remain the first step into the world of art for children. It can be a golden path or
a step into darkness and the emptiness of soulless kitsch. The Biennial searches the world for



the best original illustrations, exhibits them, and awards them in Bratislava. In this way, it has
been raising the artistic level of picture books for children and young people in more than 100
countries on all continents for six decades. During this time, BIB has become not only a
prestigious international competition for original illustrations in children's books, but also a
unique phenomenon, a cultural institution, a temple of spirit and beauty in art that is the envy
of the whole world. Thanks to BIB, Bratislava has become the capital of world illustration.
When we travel around the world with exhibitions of illustrations awarded at the biennial,
people everywhere tell us with admiration, "It's incredible what such a small country as
Slovakia has done for the world of children's picture books. BIB is what we call our family silver.
Or rather gold. Together with our main partner and co-organizer IBBY, we are creating a
bulwark against the increasingly aggressive and sophisticated attack of kitsch and soulless
commercialism, which is also sweeping the world of children's books.

The significant anniversary, the 30th edition of BIB, is an opportunity to remember the gallery
of great personalities from Slovakia, the Czech Republic, and around the world who stood at
its inception and helped to make this bold idea a reality. To name just a few: Ludovit Fulla,
Karol Vaculik, Albin Brunovsky, Jan Svec, Ladislav Nesselman, Miro Cipdr, Horst Kunze, Carla
Poesio, Francesca Ferrari, Zbigniew Rychlicki, Walter Scherf, Bettina Hurlimann, Jifi Trnka, Adolf
Hoffmeister, Richard Bamberger, Janine Despinette, Maha Bulos, Lucia Binder, Lena Maissen,
Nikolaj Popov, Miroslav Kudrna, Liz Page, Steffen Larsen, Murti Bunanta, Yumiko Bando Saito,
Stasys EidrigeviCius, Leo Pizzol, Anastasia Arkhipova, Maria Sottomayor, and many, many
others...

The wonderful vision of the biennial's founders, led by Dusan Rollo, Albin Brunovsky, Miro
Cipar, and other enthusiasts and supporters from abroad, became a reality in the difficult times
of the 1960s, when Czechoslovakia was a country behind the Iron Curtain. The founders'
legendary phrase: "If we can't go out into the world, let's invite the world to us!" was the driving
force behind the creation of BIB. The Biennial of lllustrations Bratislava has been proving its
viability for 60 years. But it takes a lot of energy, enthusiasm, and creativity from other
enthusiasts and lovers of children's books for the biennial tree to grow, flourish, and bear
golden apples.

The idea of international understanding through children's books has been a reality in
Bratislava since 1967 and continues to this day. For the entire world of picture books, BIB is a
model lesson in apoliticality, democratic rules, openness, transparency, and solidarity. Itis an
example of how to survive in a geopolitically and ideologically divided world, amid the complex
geopolitical turbulence of the past 60 years. BIB has always been open to the whole world, to
all illustrators, all styles, and all countries without distinction. No illustrator has ever been
excluded from the BIB competition. Every country, whether small or large, has equal space in
the international BIB competition.



The selection of illustrations for the 30th BIB 2025 was made by the national sections of IBBY
and other foreign partners in their respective countries. The BIB Secretariat accepts the
selection of illustrators for the international BIB competition abroad and does not conduct a
further round of selection of the submitted illustrations. Similarly, IBBY and other foreign
partners sent nominations of members to the International Jury of the 30th BIB, to the
international symposium, and to the BIB-UNESCO A. Brunovsky Workshop 2025. A total of 291
illustrators from 42 countries around the world are competing in the 30th biennial
competition.

In addition to the International Competition of Original Book lllustrations, the 30th BIB at the
SNG also includes the BIB 2025 Hall of Honor. Visitors will find several unique exhibitions here:
an exhibition by the recent winner of the 2024 Hans Christian Andersen Award, Canadian
illustrator -Sydney Smith, an exhibition by the winner of the 2024 Hans Christian Andersen
Award for Literature, Heinz Janisch from Austria, an exhibition by Chilean illustrator Paloma
Valdivia, winner of the 2023 BIB Grand Prix, and an exhibition by the winners of the Nami
Concours international competition from South Korea. A special contribution to the 30th
anniversary of BIB is the exhibition "Labyrinth of Art and Mirror of the Soul" by three
professors from the Academy of Fine Arts and Design—three icons of Slovak illustration,
Vincent Hloznik, Albin Brunovsky, and Dusan Kallay.

Another unique documentary exhibition, RETROSPECTIVE BIB 1967-2023, will introduce
visitors to the history of BIB to date through images and text, highlighting its most significant
milestones, its founders, the personalities of the Memorandum, participants in juries,
symposia, workshops, award-winning illustrators, important personalities from around the
world, and illustrations by Grand Prix winners from the last 29 editions of BIB.

BIB has survived the past six decades only thanks to its non-commercial nature, high artistic
level, humble service to art for children, and apolitical nature. And | believe that it will continue
to survive only thanks to the quality of illustrative art, apolitical nature, and neutrality. Just like
our main foreign partner, IBBY. May the Golden Apple, the iconic symbol of BIB in over 100
countries, continue to shine as a beacon of light, beauty, and hope. May it unite cultures and
personalities from around the world who want the best for all children.

Z HISTORIE BIENALE ILUSTRACII BRATISLAVA

Bilancia doterajsej historie BIB je pdsobiva. Pocas 29 rocnikov sa na biendle predstavilo 9 266
ilustratorov zo 112 krajin, ktori priniesli viac nez 72 000 ilustracii z 11 283 detskych knih,
napisanych v 52 jazykoch.

Myslienka usporiadat sutaznu prehliadku originalov ilustracii knih pre deti a mladez sa zacala
formovat uz zacCiatkom Sestdesiatych rokov 20. storocia. Prvym vysledkom tohto Usilia bola
celostatna Ceskoslovenska vystava llustracie pre deti Bratislava v roku 1965. Tento projekt je
dnes povazovany za nulty roénik a priamy predchodca Bienale ilustracii Bratislava (BIB).
Vystava predstavila unikdtnu moznost konfrontovat origindly ilustracii s hotovymi kniznymi
dielami a zdroven poskytla priestor na porovnanie ilustra¢nej tvorby pre deti a mladez v ramci
celého Ceskoslovenska. Zucastnilo sa jej 37 ¢eskych a slovenskych ilustratorov.

O dva roky neskor, v roku 1967, sa uskutocnil prvy oficidlny ro¢nik Biendle ilustrdcii Bratislava.
Medzi jeho zakladatelov patrili JUDr. DuSan Roll, akad. maliar Miroslav Cipar, akad. maliar
Albin Brunovsky a dalsi vyznamni podporovatelia detskej ilustracie. Podujatie sa hned od
svojho zaciatku etablovalo ako medzinarodna platforma — v prvom rocniku sa predstavilo 320
ilustratorov z 25 krajin. Na ostatnom, XXIX. ro¢niku BIB v roku 2023, vystavovalo 275
ilustratorov z 36 krajin. Biendle sa tak v priebehu desatroéi vyprofilovalo na najvacsie
nekomeréné podujatie svojho druhu na svete.

Od svojho vzniku sleduje BIB viacero cielov: sprostredkovat prezentdciu najkvalitnejsich diel z
krajin s bohatou kniZznou kultdrou, vytvorit priestor pre ilustratorov z réznych ¢asti sveta na
konfrontaciu s odbornikmi a vydavatelmi a zaroven oslovit detského divaka.

Bienale ilustracii Bratislava je dnes najvyznamnejSim podujatim BIBIANY — medzinarodného
domu umenia pre deti. Kona sa pod zastitou UNESCO a Medzinarodnej Unie pre detsku knihu
(IBBY), s podporou Ministerstva kultury Slovenskej republiky. Sic¢astou programu su aj vystavy
lauredtov Ceny Hansa Christiana Andersena za literaturu a ilustraciu, ako aj prezentacie
vyznamnych zosnulych slovenskych autorov, ktori zdsadne prispeli k rozvoju ilustracie pre deti.
Od svojho zaciatku je s biendle spojené aj Medzindrodné sympdzium BIB, ktoré vytvara
priestor pre odbornu diskusiu.

Vyznamnym medznikom bolo zaloZenie BIB-UNESCO Workshopu Albina Brunovského v roku
1985, urceného pre mladych ilustratorov z rozvojovych krajin, v spolupraci s Vysokou Skolou
vytvarnych umeni v Bratislave. Jeho prvym lektorom bol profesor Albin Brunovsky, kfucova
osobnost slovenskej ilustratorskej skoly. Workshop dodnes vedd renomovani slovenski



ilustratori. Doteraz sa na fom zucastnilo 135 mladych autorov z 50 krajin, ktori vytvorili vyse
400 originalnych ilustracii. Biendle je sprevadzané aj dalSimi aktivitami — vystavami,
divadelnymi predstaveniami, animovanou tvorbou a tvorivymi dielfiami.

Sutaznad Cast BIB prebieha pod dohladom medzindrodnej odbornej poroty, ktora pozostava zo
6 az 12 ¢lenov — teoretikov vytvarného umenia, ilustratorov, vydavatelov a knihovnikov z
réznych krajin a kultdr. Porota udeluje spolu 11 prestiznych oceneni: Grand Prix BIB, pat
Zlatych jablk BIB a pét Plakiet BIB. Okrem toho méze udelit Cestné uznanie vydavatelstvu za
vyznamny vydavatelsky pocin. Vitaz Grand Prix BIB ziskava pravo na samostatnu vystavu na
nasledujucom rocniku a zaroven sa stdva ¢lenom medzinarodnej poroty BIB.




FROMTHEHISTORY OF THEBIENNIAL OF
ILLUSTRATIONS BRATISLAVA

The history of BIB to date is impressive. Over the course of 29 editions, the biennial has
featured 9,266 illustrators from 112 countries, who have brought more than 72,000
illustrations from 11,283 children's books written in 52 languages.

The idea of organizing a competitive exhibition of original illustrations from books for children
and young people began to take shape in the early 1960s. The first result of these efforts was
the nationwide Czechoslovak exhibition lllustrations for Children Bratislava in 1965. This
project is now considered the zero edition and direct predecessor of the Bratislava Biennial of
[llustrations (BIB). The exhibition presented a unique opportunity to compare original
illustrations with finished books and also provided a space for comparing illustrations for
children and young people from across Czechoslovakia. Thirty-seven Czech and Slovak
illustrators took part.

Two years later, in 1967, the first official edition of the Biennial of Illustrations Bratislava s
took place. Its founders included JUDr. Dusan Roll, academic painter Miroslav Cipar, academic
painter Albin Brunovsky, and other prominent supporters of children's illustration. From the
very beginning, the event established itself as an international platform —in its first year, 320
illustrators from 25 countries presented their work. At the last, 29th edition of BIB in 2023,
275 illustrators from 36 countries exhibited their work. Over the decades, the biennial has
thus become the largest non-commercial event of its kind in the world.

Since its inception, BIB has pursued several goals: to present the highest quality works from
countries with a rich book culture, to create a space for illustrators from different parts of the
world to meet with experts and publishers, and to appeal to children.

Today, the Biennial of lllustrations Bratislava is the most important event organized by
BIBIANA —the International House of Art for Children. It is held under the auspices of UNESCO
and the International Board on Books for Young People (IBBY), with the support of the Ministry
of Culture of the Slovak Republic. The program also includes exhibitions of the winners of the
Hans Christian Andersen Award for literature and illustration, as well as presentations of
important deceased Slovak authors who have made a significant contribution to the
development of illustration for children. Since its inception, the biennial has also been



associated with the BIB International Symposium, which provides a forum for professional
discussion.

A significant milestone was the establishment of the Albin Brunovsky BIB-UNESCO Workshop
in 1985, intended for young illustrators from developing countries, in cooperation with the
Academy of Fine Arts and Design in Bratislava. Its first lecturer was Professor Albin Brunovsky,
a key figure in the Slovak school of illustration. The workshop is still led by renowned Slovak
illustrators. To date, 135 young authors from 50 countries have participated in the workshop,
creating over 400 original illustrations. The biennial is accompanied by other activities, such
as exhibitions, theater performances, animated works, and creative workshops.

The competition part of BIB is supervised by an international jury of experts consisting of 6 to
12 members —art theorists, illustrators, publishers, and librarians from different countries and
cultures. The jury awards a total of 11 prestigious prizes: the BIB Grand Prix, five BIB Golden
Apples, and five BIB Plaques. In addition, it may award an Honorable Mention to a publisher
for a significant publishing achievement. The winner of the Grand Prix BIB is entitled to a solo
exhibition at the following year's event and also becomes a member of the international BIB

jury.

GRAND PRIX BIB 2025 Noushin Sadeghian, Iran: Da"alova dcéra

S odvolanim sa na tradi¢né ludové rozpravky, fantasticky pribeh a vizudlne prvky predstavuju
sucasné chapanie ludskej odolnosti tvdrou v tvar prevratnym zmenam. Odhaluje, ¢o znamen3d
byt Zenou, ale zaroven univerzalne hovori o sile, ktora je konzistentne reprezentovana
pouzitim jasnej oranZzovej farby v kontraste s tmou. llustratorka zru¢ne spdja hlboku tradi¢nu
malbu zakorenenu v storociach irdnskej historie so sviezimi, modernymi obrazmi. Strategické,
ale hravé vyuZitie priestoru a symetrie tieZ prispieva k tomu, Ze je to silna obrazkova kniha pre
nasu i buducu dobu.

ZLATE JABLKO BIB 2025 Dale Blankenaar, Juzna Afrika: Zazraky

Marvels je bujara cesta vesmirom a exotickymi skrytymi miestami na Zemi. Silné dynamické
kompozicie dokdzu vyjadrit zvuk a ticho, mier a nebezpecenstvo, svetlo a tmu. Dale
Blankenaar kombinuje svoje zdroje, aby vytvoril nové po sebe idice vesmiry, rovnaké ako tie,
ktoré deti navstevuju vo svojich fantadzidch. Na kazdej dvojstrane hlavné postavy zaujimaju
malé priestory v porovnani s velkymi objavmi, ktoré urobili pocas tohto strhujuceho
dobrodruzstva. Umelec preukazuje majstrovské ovladanie knihy ako média, ktoré pouziva ako
trojrozmerny a ovladatelny objekt, ¢im vytvara pohlcujuci Citatelsky zaZitok. Marvels nakoniec
Citatelovi ponuka aj mimoriadnu cestu ¢asom.

ZLATE JABLKO BIB 2025 Peilong Liang, Cina: Voda a atrament, tajomstvo farieb

Dieta vody a dieta atramentu tuZia po objaveni tajomstva farieb. Toto dielo oslavuje
nadcasovu krdsu tradiéného Cinskeho umenia nandsania atrament Stetcom a pretvara ho na
novy vizualny jazyk pre dnesnych Citatelov. Ilustrator Liang Peilong s rafinovanym umenim a
poetickou citlivostou skima dialég medzi farbou, vodou a predstavivostou v nadhernom
pomalom rytme.

ZLATE JABLKO BIB 2025 Armando Fonseca Garcia, Mexiko: Zviera v kameni

llustracie Armanda Fonsecu su ukdzkou toho najlepsSieho zo sucasného trendu v ilustracii.
Fonseca kombinuje grafické prostriedky, elegantnd atmosféru, zruc¢né kresby a silné efekty,
aby ukazal prazdnu miestnost, kde dieta travi ¢as kreslenim, rovnako ako sa myslienky ludstva
zacali vyjadrovat prostrednictvom jaskynnych kresieb. Tu a tam sa kresby pohybuju, zac¢inaju
zniet, stavaju sa symbolmi, vytvaraju jazyky, nabozZenstva a pribehy, ktoré suvisia s prostredim,
rastlinami a zvieratami. Dieta sa tak stava zvieratom v kameni.

ZLATE JABLKO BIB 2025 Fanny Dreyer, Svaj¢iarsko: Zbierky
V diele ,,Zbierky” su technika, Styl a motivy dokonalé a jedinecné. Zaroven vsak nikdy nejde o
,umenie pre umenie”. Stretdvame sa so siedmimi detmi, ktoré ndm otvaraju svoje osobné



zbierky. Fanny Dreyer rozprava pribeh jednotlivych postav, maluje scény, ako kazdé dieta
zbiera, a kresli predmety, ktoré zbieraju. Jej umenie vsak skutocne sluzi detom a ich
vnutornému Zivotu: pre kazdu zbierku prispdsobuje svoju techniku, od plne vyfarbenych
obrdazkov po lahké kresby, od vystrihovania papiera po opatovné pouZitie vystrihnutych tvarov
v novych pozadiach, a to vSetko v knihe, ktora je jedinecna svojim reSpektom k postavam aj k
Citatelom.

ZLATE JABLKO BIB 2025 Kun-woong Park, Juzna Kérea: Sewol 1994-2014

Kun-woong Park ukazuje, ako rozpravat pribeh o preZitom Zivote, aj ked sa tyka tragickej
katastrofy. Ukludnujucimi tahmi modrej a bielej farby a naznakmi upokojujucej Zltej farby
otvara Kun-woon Park okno do tazkého momentu v historii Kérejskej republiky: potopenia
trajektu Sewol v roku 2014. Moment, v ktorom komunita celila strachu a strate, a napriek
tomu si zachovala kolektivnu ndadej. Kniha, ktord jedine¢nym spOGsobom posuva hranice
literatury faktu vyuZitim pointilizmu a silnej hry meniacich sa svetiel.

PLAKETA BIB 2025 Peter Uchnar, Slovensko: Gulliverove cesty

Peter Uchnar priblizil Citatelom literdrne dielo Jonathana Swifta a svojou knihou potvrdil
jedinec¢nost svojho pohladu na svet. Jeho rozpoznatelny styl, surrealisticko-expresionisticky
spOsob, ktory nie je viazany na aktudlne médne trendy, sa neobmedzuje na naucené formy,
ale je experimentalny a vidy prekvapivy. Zaroven z jeho diela vyZaruje detska hravost a jemné
badanie. V autorovej interpretacii kultovej knihy Gulliverové cesty sa umelec stretdva s vyzvou
ilustrovat klasiku. AvSak Uchnar ma dar vyjadrit sucasnost a dusu svojich sucasnikov aj
prostrednictvom pribehu napisaného pred davnymi casy, a robi to UspeSne, vytvarajlc
mnozstvo poOsobivych obrazov, ktoré nikdy neindiferentného Citatela rozosmeju alebo
rozosmutnia.

PLAKETA BIB 2025 XInyu Dong, Cina: Tanec malého leva

Toto dielo Ziarivym sposobom spdja ludovu estetiku a sucasny dizajn kombindciou
panoramatickych drevorezov v dvojitej velkosti s digitalnymi farbami a sicasnou konstrukciou
hlavnej postavy (a tieZz mudrymi citatmi tradicnych postdv). Prostrednictvom textur
drevorezov, papierovych vzorov a hravych detailov vytvdara MS. Dong Xinyu stranky plné
rytmu, pohybu a slavnostnej atmosféry. Obrazotvornost rezonuje s kultiurnym dedi¢stvom a
zaroven ponuka sviezi vizudlny jazyk, ktory pozyva deti k radostnej umeleckej oslave tradicie
a fantazie. Maly levi tanec odovzdava detom veselé, pozitivne posolstvo, kedZe vyjadruje
spolupatri¢nost, blizkost a ochotu pomahat ¢lenom komunity.

PLAKETA BIB 2025 Anna Cunha, Brazilia: MozZno by ste mohli

Talvez vocé consiga (Mozno sa ti to podari), ilustrovand Annou Cunha, je citlivd kniha s
vyraznou farebnou hibkou, ktord vyzyva Citatelov, aby si predstavili moznosti riedenia
problémov klimatickych zmien s nadejou, odhodlanim a silou. Tato basnicka zbierka, zalozena
na tradi¢nych a matriarchalnych poznatkoch, v ktorej vystupuje odvazna mala dievcinka, ktora



ukazuje silu individualnych cinov, prindsa inSpirativny pribeh o vytrvalosti a viere v lasku k
nasej planéte, a to vSetko prostrednictvom prirodzenych tahov stetcom, ktoré vtahuju Citatela
do neZnych, ale silnych obrazov, na ktoré sa nezabuda.

PLAKETA BIB 2025 Nando von Arb, Svajciarsko: Naucit sa bat

INTERNATIONAL JURY STATEMENT BIB 2025

GRAND PRIX BIB 2025 Noushin Sadeghian, Iran: Da"al’s Daughter

Referencing traditional folktale, the fantastic story and visuals introduce a contemporary
understanding of human resilience in the face of upheaval. It reveals what it means to be a
woman, but also speaks universally of strength, one that is represented consistently through
the use of bright orange against darkness. The illustrator skillfully bridges deep traditional
painting rooted in centuries of Iranian history with fresh, modern imagery. The strategic, yet
playful use of space and symmetry also contributes to making it a powerful picture book
for our times and all times.

BIB GOLDEN APPLE 2025 Dale Blankenaar, South Africa: Marvels

Marvels is an exuberant journey through space and exotic hidden places on earth. The
powerful dynamic compositions are capable of representing sound and silence, as well as
peace and danger, and light and darkness. Dale Blankenaar blends his resources to create new
successive universes, the same ones that children visit when fantasising. In every double
spread, the main characters occupy small spaces in relation to the big discoveries they made
during this contagious adventure. The artist demonstrates mastery over the book support,
using it as a three-dimensional and manageable object by creating an immersive reading
experience. Marvels also suggest to the reader, in the end, an extraordinary journey through
time.

BIB GOLDEN APPLE 2025 Peilong Liang, China: Water and Ink, the Secret of Colours

Water child and ink child wish to discover the secret of colours. This work celebrates the
timeless beauty of traditional Chinese ink and brush art, transforming it into a fresh visual
language for today’s readers. With refined artistry and poetic sensitivity, Liang Peilong, the
illustrator, explores the dialogue between colour, water, and imagination in an exquisite slow
rhythm. The book stands as a bridge between heritage and innovation, offering young readers
both cultural depth and artistic wonder.

BIB GOLDEN APPLE 2025 Armando Fonseca Garcia, Mexico: The Animal in The Stone

The illustrations of Armando Fonseca exemplify the best of a contemporary illustration trend.
Fonseca combines graphic resources, elegant atmospheres, skilled drawings, and strong
effects to show an empty room where a child fills his time by drawing, the same way
humanity's thoughts started expressing themselves through cave drawings. Here and then,
drawings move, begin to sound, become symbols, construct languages, religions, and create
stories that connect with the environment, plants, and animals. So, the child becomes the
animal in the stone.



BIB GOLDEN APPLE 2025 Fanny Dreyer, Switzerland: Collections

In “Collections”, the technique, style, and motifs are virtuous and a class of their own.
However, at the same time, never “L’art pour I'art”. We meet seven children who open their
personal collection. Fanny Dreyer tells the story of the individual subject, paints scenes of each
child collecting, and draws the objects they collect. Nevertheless, her art is really serving the
children and their inner life: for each collection, she adapts her technique, from full bleeding
pictures to light drawings, from paper cut to the reuse of the cut-out shapes in new
backgrounds, all in a book unique in its respect for its characters as well as for its public.

BIB GOLDEN APPLE 2025 Kun-woong Park, South Korea: Sewol 1994-2014

Kun-woong Park shows how to tell a story of a life lived, even when it involves a tragic
disaster. With calming strokes of blue and white and hints of comforting yellow, Kun-woon
Park opens a window to a difficult moment in the history of the Republic of Korea: the sinking
of the Sewol ferry in 2014. One in which a community faced fear and loss, and yet maintained
a collective hope. A book that uniquely pushes the boundary of non-fiction with the use of
pointillism and a strong play of changing lights.

BIB PLAQUE 2025 Peter Uchnar, Slovakia: Gulliver’s Travel

Peter Uchndr has brought Jonathan Swift's literary work closer to the reader and has
confirmed the uniqueness of his perspective on the world through his book. His recognisable
style, a surrealistic-expressionistic manner that is not tied to current fashions, is not limited
to learned forms, but is exploratory and always surprising. At the same time, his work exudes
a childlike playfulness and a gentle exploration. In this Gulliver's Travels, the artist faces the
challenge of illustrating a classic, but Uchndar has a gift for expressing the present day and the
soul of his contemporaries even through a story written long ago, and does so successfully,
creating a profusion of striking images that will make the never-indifferent reader laugh or
shudder.

BIB PLAQUE 2025 XInyu Dong, China: Little Lion Dance

This work shines with a vibrant fusion of folk aesthetics and contemporary design by
combining panoramic woodcuts in double spread size with a digital colour and a
contemporary construction of the main character (and also wise qliotations of traditional
ones). Through woodcut textures, paper-cut patterns, and playful details, MS. Dong Xinyu
creates pages alive with rhythm, movement, and festive atmosphere. The imagery resonates
with cultural heritage while offering a fresh visual language that invites children into a joyful
artistic celebration of tradition and imagination. Little Lion Dance conveys a cheerful, positive
message for children, as it expresses togetherness, closeness, and a willingness to help
members of the community.



BIB PLAQUE 2025 Anna Cunha, Brazil: Maybe You Might

Talvez vocé consiga (Maybe You Might), illustrated by Anna Cunha, is a sensitive book with
substantial colour depth that invites readers to imagine possibilities for dealing with climate
issues with hope, commitment, and strength. Based on traditional and matriarchal
knowledge, this poetry book, cast by a brave little girl who shows the power of individual
actions, brings an inspiring tale of perseverance and faith in love to our planet, all through
natural brushstrokes that draw the reader into tender yet powerful images to be
remembered.

BIB PLAQUE 2025 Nando von Arb, Swizerland: Learning to Be Afraid

For generations, fairy tales have been stories of fears and how to overcome them. Learning to
Be Afraid is an appealing graphic novel. Nando, a young and daring artist with a strong
connection to contemporary art (pop, rock, and punk), shares the biography of his fears
through his dexterity in sequential art and visual storytelling. The jury highlighted the qualities
of the book as an all-ages picture book.

BIB PLAQUE 2025 Isabel Margarita Hojas Loret, Chile: Weaving the Round

From a poem by Nobel Prize-winning Gabriela Mistral, "The Round" is a special circular object,
an accordion book, humbly but masterfully painted by Isabel Margarita Hojas Loret. Every
character forming "The Round", holding hands with each other, is illustrated on both sides:
one devoted to depicting the character, the other to represent different landscapes of a whole
world dancing together. The jury valued the round as a specially addressed book for younger
children, ready to be enjoyed in classrooms, libraries and at home.

Vystudoval graficky dizajn a ziskal
magistersky titul zo sucasnej poetiky na Brazilskej univerzite. Jeho tvorba bola vystavena na
viacerych medzinarodnych podujatiach, ako si Nami Concours v Juznej Korei, CICLA Original
lllustration Exhibition v Cine ¢&i Bologna Children's Book Fair v Taliansku. Navrhol graficku
Upravu a vytvoril ilustracie ku knihe Clarice, ktoru napisal Roger Mello — za tuto pracu ziskal
cenu Jabuti a Cenu Narodnej kniZnice za najlepsi graficky dizajn. Medzindrodna kniznica pre
mlddeZ v Mnichove vybrala dve jeho knihy, Clarice a O tempo todo (v spoluautorstve s
Volneiom Canénicom), do katalégu The White Ravens.

Hans ten Doornkaat (Svajciarsko)

Hans ten Doornkaat je SvajCiarsky nezavisly kritik, publicista a lektor. Pésobil ako programovy
riaditel vo viacerych vydavatelstvach, v rokoch 2003 az 2021 viedol ediciu obrazkovych knih
Atlantis v Zlrichu. Tedrii a dejindm kniznej ilustracie sa venuje cely Zivot. Predndsa na Vysokej
Skole dizajnu, filmu a umenia v Luzerne, publikuje kritiky a eseje pre Svajciarske a nemecké
média. Kuratorsky pripravil viacero vystav a zbierok venovanych obrazkovym knihdm — vratane
zbierky Svaj¢iarskeho narodného muzea v Ziirichu. Bol ¢lenom viacerych narodnych a
medzinarodnych por6t a ziskal ocenenia za svoju edi¢nu pracu, nedavno aj za prinos v oblasti
kritiky detskych médii.

Steffen Larsen (Dansko)

Steffen Larsen je dansky kritik a spisovatel. Studoval histériu na univerzite v Kodani, no uz
patdesiat rokov sa venuje detskej literature — publikuje recenzie a eseje o detskych knihach v
novinach a médiach. Ako sam napisal: , Bola to nikdy sa nekonéiaca odmena — pisat (a hovorit)
slobodne a s vasnou o vsetkych aspektoch literatury pre deti a mladez.

Peter Pollag (Slovensko)
Slovensky umelec Peter Polldg sa venuje malbe, kresbe, grafike, ilustracii, mozaike
a monumentalnym socharskym realizaciam. Studoval na Vysokej 3kole vytvarnych umeni



v Bratislave, stidia si dopfﬁal na akadémiach v Perugii, Prahe, PariZi a v Madride. Ma za sebou
niekolko desiatok individualnych a viac ako stovku skupinovych vystav. Jeho diela su zastlipené
vo verejnych i sukromnych zbierkach v réznych krajinach vratane monumentalnej plastiky v
parku Danubiana Meulensteen Art Museum v Bratislave. Je laureatom Premio Alla Punta Assisi
(1981), Ceny Martina Benku (1983), Ceny Grand Prix ,,Corrida Pedestre Internationale” v Parizi.
V roku 2022 ziskal za ilustraént tvorbu Cenu Ludovita Fullu a zapis na Cestnu listinu IBBY za
ilustracie ku knihe Perzeus a Andromeda.

Sahar Tarhandeh (Iran)

Sahar Tarhandeh je uzndvand irdnska odbornitka v oblasti detskej literatury. Studovala v
odboroch vizualna komunikacia, multimédia a graficky dizajn na University of Sunderland vo
Velkej Britanii. Ako dlhoro¢na ¢lenka vykonného vyboru Detskej kniznej rady Irdnu (IBBY Iran)
poOsobi v oblasti obrazkovych knih a vizudlneho rozpravania pribehov od roku 1997. Pocas
svojej kariéry zastdvala pozicie umeleckej riaditelky, vyskumnicky, pedagogicky a kriticky,
pricom publikovala mnozstvo odbornych ¢lankov doma aj v zahranici. Bola ¢lenkou viacerych
prestiznych porét vratane Ceny Hansa Christiana Andersena (2012, 2014), zucastfiuje sa na
medzinarodnych kniznych veltrhoch, rezidenénych pobytoch a literarnych podujatiach.

Josep Antoni Tassies Penella (Spanielsko)

Tassies (Josep Antoni Tassies Penella) vyStudoval Zurnalistiku na Universitat Autonoma de
Barcelona. Spociatku publikoval v dennikoch, kde sa venoval ilustracidam a grafickym
komentarom. Od roku 1984 ilustruje detské knihy. Prvé medzindrodné uznanie ziskal na BIB
1993 za ilustracie knihy E/ llibre dels bonus amonestaments. Od zaciatku 21. storocia tvori
autorské obrazkové knihy. El nen perdut (Stratené dieta), o nadeji deti v tazkych situaciach, mu
vyniesla SM International lllustration Award (2008) a Grand Prix BIB 2009. Jeho diela boli
predstavené na mnohych medzinarodnych vystavach vratane knizného veltrhu v Bologni 2010.
Kniha Noms Robats (Ukradnuté mena) upozoriiuje na Sikanu a bola prelozena do viacerych
jazykov. Spoluprdca s gréckou poetkou Agathi Dimitroukou na knihe An (Ak) ziskala viacero
oceneni vratane The White Ravens 2019.

Paloma Catalina Valdivia Barria (Cile)

Paloma Valdivia je uzndvand Cilska autorka a ilustratorka detskych knih. Jej tvorba bola
preloZzena do viac nez 18 jazykov a ziskala vyznamné ocenenia vratane Grand Prix BIB 2023 za
ilustracie ku knihe Pabla Nerudu Book of Questions. V roku 2024 bola ¢estnou hostkou
medzinarodného knizného veltrhu detskej knihy v Bologni a v tom istom roku sa dostala do
uzSieho vyberu na Cenu Hansa Christiana Andersena. Paloma Valdivia je priekopnickou a
vyznamnou osobnostou v oblasti detske;j literatury v Latinskej Amerike. Vyznamne prispela k
rozvoju detskej literatiry ako autorka, ilustratorka, pedagogicka a vydavatelka. Jej
vydavatelstvo Ediciones Liebre bolo trikrat nominované na cenu BOP (Cena Bologne



najlepSiemu vydavatelovi detskych knih roka) ako najlepsSie vydavatelstvo v Latinskej Amerike
a Karibiku v rokoch 2023, 2024 a 2025.

Ellis Vance (USA)

Ellis Vance posobi uz viac ako Styridsat’ rokov v oblasti vzdelavania ako ucitel, Skolsky
administrator a odbornik na ¢itanie, literatiru a technologie vo vzdeldvani. Pracoval na r6znych
urovniach Skolského systému v Kalifornii, neskér viedol neziskovi organizaciu Computer
Using Educators a projekt California Learning Resource Network. Bol aktivny v narodnych aj
medzinarodnych organizaciach podporujucich detsku literatiru a gramotnost, vratane USBBY
a IBBY, kde zastdval viaceré veduce funkcie. Zucastnil sa aj na organizacii medzindrodnych
vystav a udelovani cien pre detské knihy. V sucasnosti je Cestnym vykonnym riaditelom
USBBY a pdsobi ako sty¢ny pracovnik pre iniciativu Children in Crisis.

Shi Yan (Cina)

Shi Yan je generalnou riaditelkou ¢inskeho vydavatelstva Children’s Fun Publishing, vykonnou
prezidentkou Ndarodného think-tanku pre detské vydavatelstva a zastupkynou riaditela
Cinskeho vyskumného centra pre tvorbu obrazkovych knih. Pésobi aj ako externa pedagogicka
pre postgradudlnych studentov dizajnu na Pekinskom institute grafickej komunikacie. V oblasti
vydavania detskych knih a podpory Citania posobi a vykonava vyskum uz 20 rokov. Bola ¢lenkou
porot viacerych oceneni, ako napriklad Vyroény €estny zoznam cinskych obrazkovych knih,
cena Laurel Children’s Book Award a dalsie.

Amanda Ariawan (Indonesia)

Amanda Ariawan is an art curator, writer, and cultural worker. She obtained her Master’s in
Contemporary Art Exhibition Production from Universit¢ de Lille 3, France, focusing on
identity, local, and global issues in Asian contemporary art. Her experience spans gallery
management, independent curatorial work, and museology. Beyond curating, she regularly
contributes essays on art and culture. Through her work, she aims to amplify Southeast Asian
voices and make art more accessible and engaging.

Felipe Cavalcante (Brazil)

Felipe Cavalcante is a Brazilian illustrator and designer. With a degree in graphic design and a
master's in contemporary poetics from the University of Brasilia, his work has been exhibited
in several shows, such as the Nami Concours in South Korea, the CICLA Original Illustration
Exhibition in China, and the Bologna Children's Book Fair in Italy. He designed the graphic
layout and illustrations for Clarice, written by Roger Mello, for which he received the Jabuti
Prize and the National Library Award for Best Graphic Design. Two of his books, Clarice and O
tempo todo (a collaboration with Volnei Canénica), are part of The White Ravens catalogue of
the International Youth Library in Munich, Germany.

Hans ten Doornkaat (Switzerland)

Hans ten Doornkaat is a Swiss freelance critic, publicist, and lecturer. He served as a program
director at several publishing houses, most notably leading the Atlantis picture book program
in Zurich from 2003 to 2021. A lifelong devotee of the theory and history of book illustration,
he has taught at the Lucerne School of Design, Film and Art, written critiques and editorials for
Swiss and German media, and curated numerous exhibitions and collections on picture books
— including the one for the Swiss National Museum in Zurich. He has served on many national
and international juries and has received awards both for his editorial work and, more recently,
for his contributions as a critic of children’s media.

Steffen Larsen (Denmark)

Steffen Larsen is a Danish critic and writer. He studied history at the University of Copenhagen.
He has been publishing critiques and essays on children’s books for fifty years already. As he
wrote, “It has been a never ending gift to write (and speak) freely and passionately on all
aspects of books for children and young adults. These were golden years in my country.” Larsen
has contributed to the numerous BIB international symposia with his Danish book art
overviews and remarks. He is also an author of several books. The last one came out in 2024
and was his personal recommendation from 78 remarkable books in every genre.

Peter Pollag (Slovakia)

Peter Polldg is a Slovak artist working across painting, drawing, printmaking, illustration,
mosaic, and monumental sculptural projects. He studied at the Academy of Fine Arts in
Bratislava and continued his studies at art academies in Perugia, Prague, Paris, and Madrid. He



has held dozens of solo exhibitions and more than a hundred group shows. His works are
included in both public and private collections in various countries, including a monumental
sculpture at the Danubiana Meulensteen Art Museum Park in Bratislava. He is the recipient of
several prestigious awards, such as the Premio Alla Punta Assisi (1981), the Martin Benka
Award (1983), and the Grand Prix "Corrida Pedestre Internationale” in Paris. In 2022, he was
awarded the Ludovit Fulla Prize for illustration and was included on the IBBY Honour List for
his illustrations for the book Perseus and Andromeda.

Sahar Tarhandeh (Iran)

Sahar Tarhandeh is a respected Iranian expert on children’s literature. She studied visual
communication, multimedia and graphic design at the University of Sunderland, UK. A long-
time EC member of the Children’s Book Council of Iran (IBBY Iran), she has been active in the
field of picture books and visual storytelling since 1997. Her career includes roles as art
director, researcher, educator, and critic, with numerous scholarly articles published nationally
and internationally. She has served on several prestigious juries, including the Hans Christian
Andersen Award (2012, 2014), and takes part in international book fairs, fellowships, and
literary events.

Josep Antoni Tassies Penella (Spain)

Tassies (Josep Antoni Tassies Penella) studied journalism at the Universitat Autonoma de
Barcelona. He initially published in newspapers, focusing on illustrations and graphic
commentaries. Since 1984, he has illustrated children’s books. His first international
recognition came at the BIB for his illustrations of El llibre dels bonus amonestaments. Since
the 2000s, he has also created his own picture books. E/ nen perdut (The Lost Child), about
children’s hope in difficult situations, earned him the SM International Illustration Award
(2008) and the Grand Prix BIB (2009). His works have been exhibited internationally, including
at the 2010 Bologna Children’s Book Fair. His book Noms robats (Stolen Names), which
addresses bullying, has been translated into several languages. His collaboration with Greek
poet Agathi Dimitrouka on the book An (If) has received multiple awards, including The White
Ravens list in 2019.

Paloma Catalina Valdivia Barria (Chile)

Paloma Valdivia is a recognized Chilean author and illustrator of children's books. Her work has
been translated into over 18 languages and has won major awards, including the Grand Prix
BIB 2023 for illustrations to Pablo Neruda’s Book of Questions. She was the Guest of Honour
at the Bologna Children’s Book Fair in 2024 and was shortlisted for the Hans Christian
Andersen Award the same year. Paloma Valdivia is a pioneer and leader in the field of
children's literature in Latin America, she has contributed widely to children’s literature as an
author, illustrator, teacher, and publisher. Its publishing house, Ediciones Liebre, has been
nominated three times for the BOP (Bologna Prize for the Best Children's Publishers of the
Year) as the best publisher in Latin America and the Caribbean in 2023, 2024 and 2025.



Ellis Vance (USA)

Ellis Vance has worked for over forty years in education as a teacher, administrator, and expert
in reading, literature, and educational technology. He served at various levels of California’s
school system and later led the nonprofit Computer Using Educators and the California
Learning Resource Network. He has been active in national and international organizations
promoting children's literature and literacy, including USBBY and IBBY, where he held several
leadership roles. He also contributed to organizing international exhibitions and children’s
book awards. He currently serves as USBBY’s Executive Director Emeritus and liaison for the
Children in Crisis initiative.

Shi Yan (China)

Shi Yan is the General Manager of the Chinese professional publishing house Children’s Fun
Publishing, Executive President of a national Children’s Publishing think tank and Deputy
Director of the China Picture Book Creation Research Center. She is a part-time instructor for
graduate students in Design at Beijing Institute of Graphic Communication. She has been
working and researching in the field of children's publishing and reading promotion for 20
years. She has served as a judge for several awards: the Annual Honour List of China Picture
Books, Laurel Children’s Book Award, etc.

Udeluje ju Medzinarodna unia pre
detsku knihu (IBBY — International Board on Books for Young People) zaloZzena v roku 1953 vo
Svajéiarsku. Nomindcie predkladaju narodné sekcie IBBY (napr. Slovenska sekcia IBBY). Vyber
robi medzinarodna porota odbornikov a zohladriuje literarne a vytvarné kvality diela, vplyv na
Citatelov po celom svete a dlhodoby prinos k rozvoju detskej literatury. Vitazi dostanu zlatu
medailu s portrétom Hansa Christiana Andersena, ktord odovzddva ddnska kralovna a ziskaju
celosvetové uznanie a vacsiu medzinarodnu Citatel'skd pozornost. V roku 1988 ziskal Cenu H.

Sydney Smith, drzitel Ceny Hansa Christiana Andersena 2024 za ilustraciu

Sydney Smith (1980, Nové Skétsko) je kanadsky ilustrator a Cerstvy lauredt Ceny Hansa
Christiana Andersena za ilustraciu (2024). Vystudoval vytvarné umenie v Halifaxe, zacinal ako
grafik a od roku 2010 sa venuje detskej knihe.
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Preslavil sa titulmi Sidewalk Flowers (2015) a Small in the City (2019), za ktoré ziskal kanadsku
Literarnu cenu generalneho guvernéra, pricom druhd z nich bola ocenena aj medailou Kate
Greenaway a Nemeckou cenou za literaturu pre mladez. Medzi jeho dalSie Uspesné
ilustrované knihy patria The White Cat and the Monk, Town Is by the Sea a | Talk Like a River.

Jeho diela opakovane zaradil The New York Times medzi najlepsSie ilustrované knihy roka a
kniha Sidewalk Flowers bola darom kanadskej sekcie IBBY pre syrske utecenecké rodiny. Po
Sjestich rokoch Zivota a tvorby v Toronte, Zije dnes v Novom Skétsku s rodinou, kde sa venuje
tvorbe ilustracii, ktord spaja silny vytvarny vyraz s hlbokou emdéciou. Kladie velky doéraz
harmonickd symbiézu medzi textom a obrdzkom. Hovori, Ze ilustracie maju obrovsku silu,
mo&Zu ovplyvnit, ako sa pribeh ¢ita, dodat slovam vahu alebo ich obratit hore nohami.

Heinz Janisch, drZitel Ceny Hansa Christiana Andersena 2024 za literaturu

Heinz Janisch (1960, Gissing) patri k najvyznamnejSim rakiskym autorom detskych knih.
Vystudoval germanistiku a Zurnalistiku na Viedenskej univerzite, Zije vo Viedni a Burgenlande.
Od roku 1982 p6sobi v Rakiskom rozhlase, kde je od roku 1984 zodpovednym redaktorom
cyklu Menschenbilder (Obrazy ludi).

Od roku 1989 vydal mnozstvo obrazkovych knih, basni a rozpravok pre deti i dospelych, ktoré
vysli vo viac ako dvadsiatich jazykoch. Vedie literarne ¢itania a workshopy pre deti, dospelych
aj mladych umelcov so zdravotnym postihnutim.

Za svoju tvorbu ziskal mnoiZstvo oceneni: dvanastkrat Cenu za detskd knihu mesta Vieden,
Rakusku statnu cenu za detsku poéziu, Cenu Bologna Ragazzi (2006), ¢i Velku cenu Nemecke;j
akadémie za literatiru pre deti a mladez (2020) za celoZivotné dielo. Dvakrat boli jeho diela
zapisané na cestny zoznam IBBY. V roku 2022 bol nominovany na Cenu Hansa Christiana
Andersena a v roku 2024 ju aj ziskal.

Paloma Valdivia, driitelka Ceny Grand Prix BIB 2023

Paloma Valdivia (1978, Santiago de Chile) je uzndvand Cilskd spisovatelka a ilustratorka
detskych knih. Studovala dizajn v Santiagu a ilustraciu v Barcelone, kde pdsobila sedem rokov.
Okrem vlastnej tvorby vyucuje ilustraciu na viacerych prestiznych univerzitach v Cile a zaloZila
postgradudlny kurz ,llustracion y Narrativa Autobiografica“ (llustracia a autobiografické
rozprdvanie).

Jej knihy boli preloZzené do vySe patndstich jazykov a ziskali viaceré ceny, vratane Grand Prix
BIB 2023 za ilustracie ku knihe Pabla Nerudu Book of Questions. Bola ¢estnym hostom veltrhu
detskej knihy v Bologni (2024) a v tom istom roku sa dostala do uzsieho vyberu na Cenu Hansa
Christiana Andersena.

V roku 2016 zalozZila spolu s redaktorkou Mdnicou Bombal vydavatelstvo Ediciones Liebre,
ktoré sa zameriava na knihy pre najmensich a bolo trikrat nominované na cenu BOP - Cena
Bologne najlepsiemu vydavatelovi detskych knih roka (2023—-2025). Ediciones Liebre ziskalo aj
medzinarodné ocenenia, napriklad The White Ravens Award ¢i Banco del Libro. Paloma
Valdivia patri medzi najvyznamnejSie osobnosti detskej literatury v Latinskej Amerike ako
autorka, ilustratorka, pedagogicka aj vydavatelka.

NAMI CONCOURS

Jednou zo sprievodnych akcii BIB 2025 je Vystava NAMI CONCOURS, prezentujlica osemnast
ocenenych diel, to najlepsie z posledného roénika partnerského stitazného podujatia ilustracie
International lllustrators NAMI CONCOURS 2023 na ostrove Nami v Kérejskej republike.

Uz v roku 2005, pri prilezitosti 200. vyrocia narodenia danskeho rozpravkara Hansa Christiana
Andersena, bol na ostrove Nami zalozeny Medzinarodny festival detskych knih — Nami Island
International Children's Book Festival (NAMBOOK). Je najvacsim koérejskym festivalom
detskych knih a kultury. Na festivale sa konaju rézne vystavy, predstavenia a praktické aktivity,
ktoré su vSetky tematicky venované svetovym rozpravkam a obrazkovym knihdm pre deti. S

Hall of Fame

The accompanying exhibition series for BIB 2025, entitled "Hall of Fame," will present
important figures in the world of children's illustration. The exhibitions are thematically
linked, as the H. C. Andersen Award has a significance comparable to that of the BIB itself. It
is the most prestigious international award in the field of children's literature, awarded by
the International Board on Books for Young People (IBBY).

The prizes for this competition are sponsored by Nami Island Inc., which is also a partner of
BIB. Its own competition, the "Nami Concours," will bring a selection of its winners to
Bratislava as part of BIB 2025. Conversely, the winners of the Biennial of Illustrations

Bratislava will subsequently be presented in South Korea.

IBBY is an integral and statutory part of BIB, playing a key role as its main partner. The
winner of the BIB Grand Prix undoubtedly belongs in the symbolic "Hall of Fame."

The Hans Christian Andersen Award

The Hans Christian Andersen Award, named after the famous Danish storyteller, is often
referred to as the Nobel Prize for children's literature. It was established in 1956. It is awarded
every two years to living writers for their lifetime work for children and young people, and
since 1966 also to illustrators of children's books, thus broadening the scope of the award. It
is awarded by the International Board on Books for Young People (IBBY), founded in 1953 in
Switzerland. Nominations are submitted by national sections of IBBY (e.g., the Slovak section
of IBBY). The selection is made by an international jury of experts, taking into account the
literary and artistic qualities of the work, its impact on readers around the world, and its long-
term contribution to the development of children's literature. The winners receive a gold
medal with a portrait of Hans Christian Andersen, presented by the Queen of Denmark, and
gain worldwide recognition and greater international reader attention. In 1988, the H. C.
Andersen Award for illustration was won by Slovak artist Dusan Kallay, winner of the 1983 BIB
Grand Prix.

Sydney Smith, winner of the 2024 Hans Christian Andersen Award for illustration

Sydney Smith (1980, Nova Scotia) is a Canadian illustrator and recent winner of the Hans
Christian Andersen Award for lllustration (2024). He studied fine arts in Halifax, started out as
a graphic designer, and has been working on children's books since 2010.
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He became famous for his titles Sidewalk Flowers (2015) and Small in the City (2019), for which
he received the Canadian Governor General's Literary Award, while the latter was also
awarded the Kate Greenaway Medal and the German Youth Literature Prize. His other
successful illustrated books include The White Cat and the Monk, Town Is by the Sea, and |
Talk Like a River.

His works have repeatedly been listed by The New York Times among the best illustrated books
of the year, and Sidewalk Flowers was a gift from the Canadian section of IBBY to Syrian refugee
families. After six years of living and working in Toronto, he now lives in Nova Scotia with his
family, where he devotes himself to creating illustrations that combine strong visual expression
with deep emotion. He places great emphasis on the harmonious symbiosis between text and
image. He says that illustrations have enormous power; they can influence how a story is read,
add weight to words, or turn them upside down.

Heinz Janisch, winner of the 2024 Hans Christian Andersen Award for Literature

Heinz Janisch (born 1960 in Giissing) is one of Austria's most important authors of children's
books. He studied German language and literature and journalism at the University of Vienna
and lives in Vienna and Burgenland. He has worked for Austrian Radio since 1982, where he
has been the editor-in-chief of the Menschenbilder (Images of People) series since 1984.

Since 1989, he has published numerous picture books, poems, and fairy tales for children and
adults, which have been translated into more than twenty languages. He leads literary
readings and workshops for children, adults, and young artists with disabilities.

He has received numerous awards for his work: twelve times the Vienna Children's Book Prize,
the Austrian State Prize for Children's Poetry, the Bologna Ragazzi Prize (2006), and the Grand
Prize of the German Academy for Children's and Youth Literature (2020) for his life's work. His
works have been included twice on the IBBY Honour List. In 2022, he was hominated for the
Hans Christian Andersen Award, which he won in 2024.

Grand Prix of the Biennial of lllustrations Bratislava

The Grand Prix is the most prestigious and highest award of the Biennial of lllustrations
Bratislava, whose significance is recognized worldwide. This year, we will meet the 30th
winner of this award in the history of the event. The winner of the BIB Grand Prix gets the
right to present themselves at the next edition with a separate exhibition. Among Slovak
illustrators, only one artist can boast this honor — Dusan Kallay, who won the award in 1983
for his illustrations for the book Lewis Carroll: Alice in Wonderland.



Paloma Valdivia, winner of the Grand Prix BIB 2023

Paloma Valdivia (1978, Santiago de Chile) is a renowned Chilean writer and illustrator of
children's books. She studied design in Santiago and illustration in Barcelona, where she
worked for seven years. In addition to her own work, she teaches illustration at several
prestigious universities in Chile and founded the postgraduate course "llustracién y Narrativa
Autobiografica" (lllustration and Autobiographical Narrative).

Her books have been translated into more than fifteen languages and have won several
awards, including the Grand Prix BIB 2023 for her illustrations for Pablo Neruda's Book of
Questions. She was the guest of honor at the Bologna Children's Book Fair (2024) and was
shortlisted for the Hans Christian Andersen Award in the same year.

In 2016, together with editor Mdnica Bombal, she founded the publishing house Ediciones
Liebre, which focuses on books for young children and has been nominated three times for
the BOP Award - Bologna Prize for the Best Children's Book Publisher of the Year (2023-2025).
Ediciones Liebre has also won international awards, such as The White Ravens Award and
Banco del Libro. Paloma Valdivia is one of the most important figures in children's literature
in Latin America as an author, illustrator, educator, and publisher.

NAMI CONCOURS

One of the accompanying events of BIB 2025 is the NAMI CONCOURS Exhibition, presenting
eighteen award-winning works, the best from the last year's partner competition event, the
International lllustrators NAMI CONCOURS 2023, held on Nami Island in the Republic of Korea.

Back in 2005, on the occasion of the 200th anniversary of the birth of Danish storyteller Hans
Christian Andersen, the Nami Island International Children's Book Festival (NAMBOOK) was
founded on Nami Island. It is the largest Korean festival of children's books and culture. The
festival features various exhibitions, performances, and hands-on activities, all themed around
world fairy tales and picture books for children. With the NAMBOOK festival motto: "Eat, drink,
sleep, lie down, and roll around in books!" the entire island is transformed into a "Library in
the Forest," where you can find books everywhere, including hotel rooms, relaxation rooms,
and sidewalks, in the hope that they will inspire and stimulate the imagination and creative
abilities of all visitors. The NAMBOOK Festival is financially supported by the Nami Island
Corporation, as well as various cultural events and non-governmental organizations, including
UNICEF.



In 2009, Nami Island became the official sponsor of the Hans Christian Andersen Award,
organized by the International Board on Books for Young People (IBBY), and remains so to this
day. In this connection, Nami Island was awarded the Jelly Lepman Medal in 2014, named after
the founder of IBBY. In 2013, Nami Island initiated the NAMI CONCOURS illustration
competition, which significantly supports children's book authors and gives them the
opportunity to present their work.

The main goal of the Nami Island International Illustrators Concours, or NAMI CONCOURS, is
to provide artists around the world with an opportunity to present their work on a global
forum and inspire them to create high-quality works of art. NAMI CONCOURS thus contributes
to improving the quality of illustrations in children's picture books.

Podnetom na jeho
vznik bola rastlca potreba vytvorit priestor pre hlbsiu odbornt diskusiu o aktudlnych témach,
trendoch, vyzvach a vyvoji v oblasti ilustracie pre deti a mladez, pricom reflektuje aj
spolocenské, vychovno-vzdelavacie a kulturne aspekty tohto Specifického vytvarného prejavu
v globdlnom kontexte.

Kazdy
ro¢nik sympdzia ma svoju hlavnu tému, ktord reaguje na aktualne dianie v oblasti ilustracie a
vizudlnej komunikacie.

INTERNATIONAL SYMPOSIUM BIB2025

Saturday, October 4, 2025 — Sunday, October 5, 2025
Theme:
“How has the Biennial of lllustrations Bratislava influenced the form of a picture book for

children and youth in the world during the 60 years of its existence? And what is the

meaning and sense of the BIB today?”

The BIB Symposium was established in 1983 as an integral part of the Biennial of lllustrations
Bratislava, which has been held since 1967. The impetus for its creation was the growing need
to create a space for deeper professional discussion on current topics, trends, challenges, and
developments in the field of illustration for children and young people, while also reflecting
on the social, educational, and cultural aspects of this specific form of artistic expression in a
global context.

From its inception, the symposium has been an international event that brings together
renowned illustrators, art theorists, curators, educators, publishers, cultural workers, and
experts from prestigious institutions, as well as young artists and students from various



countries around the world, creating a stimulating environment for intergenerational dialogue
and professional growth. It takes place after the official opening ceremony and the
announcement of the competition results by an international jury and usually lasts two days.
The aim of the symposium is to create an international platform for the exchange of experience
and professional knowledge, to promote interdisciplinary cooperation, and to stimulate
discussion on the aesthetic, cultural, social, and educational aspects of illustration. Each year,
the symposium has a main theme that responds to current events in the field of illustration
and visual communication. The contributions presented at the symposium cover a wide range
of topics — from artistic approaches to illustration, through new technological possibilities for
creation, to the role of illustration in shaping child readers and cultural identity. Special
attention is often paid to issues of diversity, visual literacy, the ecological dimension of
creation, and the development of illustration in different cultural and geographical areas of
the world.

The BIB symposium thus contributes to building bridges between art, literature, and society,
confirming the importance of illustration as an independent artistic genre with a significant
cultural and educational impact and reach, and strengthening Bratislava's position as a center
of world illustration.

“A BUG IN THE HEAD” Miroslav Regitko

History

Since 1985, an integral part of the Biennial of Illustrations Bratislava has been the BIB —
UNESCO Albin Brunovsky Workshop for young illustrators from developing countries,
organized by n cooperation with the Academy of Fine Arts and Design in Bratislava. Today, it
operates under the auspices of IBBY and is open to young illustrators from around the world.

The founder and first leader of the workshop was the renowned Slovak graphic artist,
illustrator, and painter Albin Brunovsky. His tradition was continued by other renowned artists
— Karol Ondrei¢ka, Martin Kellenberger, Du$an Kallay, Peter Cisarik, Peter Uchnar, Juraj
Martiska, lgor Piacka, Miroslav Regitko, and most recently, in 2023, for the third time,
Luboslav Palo, head of the lllustration and Graphic Design Studio at VSVU, where the
workshop took place.

Since its inception, it has been held nineteen times (with the exception of the pandemic year
2021). It was attended by 186 young illustrators from 50 countries, who created more than
400 original illustrations. Last year, eleven participants from Latvia, Indonesia, Argentina,
Croatia, Brazil, Chile, Bulgaria, Sweden, Israel, and Slovakia worked together. This year's
workshop is led by illustrator Miroslav Regitko, who studied graphic design and illustration at
the Academy of Fine Arts and Design under Professor Dusan Kallay.

At the Palffy Manor in Svaty Jur, surrounded by its beautiful park here in Slovakia, you will
infuse your artwork with the spirit of your unique feelings, the shapes of the countries you
come from, and add elements of your traditions, customs, and maybe even folklore. | look
forward to seeing each of your artistic expressions — over six days, you will create several
works on this theme using available techniques: drawing, ink, pastel, acrylic. | believe you will
also inspire one another, leading to even more new creations.
